Include a current resume or curriculum vitae (three pages maximum) with your application package. Include a
> | section listing relevant presentations you have conducted. Experience with teacher/adult training is not required

but is strongly desirable.

Prepare a two-page proposal outlining an implementation plan for your MESSENGER workshops. The plan must
include the following sections: 1) a description of your philosophy of approach to inquiry-based learning; 2) a
description of any professional development workshops you have conducted to date; and 3) a description of the
workshops you would conduct as a MESSENGER Educator Fellow, including target audiences, goals, and
facilities to be used. Please be sure to explain how you plan to reach the training requirement of 100 teachers
trained per year. Your plan may discuss space science in general; it does not have to be MESSENGER-specific.
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Include two letters of reference from persons that are familiar with your teaching style and can speak to your
success as a presenter. The third required letter is a written commitment from your host institution (current
employer or sponsoring organization) to provide you release time to conduct MESSENGER educator training
workshops, as necessary, and an expressed willingness to support you in these efforts throughout the two-year
Fellowship period.

Include a ten-minute video sample of yourself teaching/training an audience on an inquiry-based, hands-on
lesson. The video sample should clearly demonstrate your abilities to facilitate inquiry-based learning. It
should show the beginning, the middle and the end of an activity; you can cut out sections from the middle to
keep the video within the 10-minute time limit. The video can include an entire lesson, but please indicate the
> | sections (totaling 10 minutes at maximum) you want the application reviewers to view (e.g., four minutes from
the beginning, three from the middle, three from the end). If you do not have video available, you must include
a statement explaining why. Applications with video will be given higher consideration, but all applications
will be considered. The preferred format for the video is a DVD; regular VHS tapes, as well as QuickTime
movies on a CD are also acceptable.
